Voters who wish to cast their ballots will be able to choose from multiple sites and 

dates.  The primary one-stop early voting location is the main office of the Forsyth 

County Board of Elections, in the county government center in downtown Winston-

Salem at 201 N. Chestnut St. 

 

Voters can make their choice weekdays from Oct. 16 until Nov. 1, with 

two special weekend days for voting, Sunday, Oct. 26 and Saturday, 

Nov. 1. 
 

There also are 13 satellite locations throughout the county open for early voting.
